	Night Time/Bad Visibility (additional risks from poor visibility). Activities include Manoeuvres and night/sentry duties 
	In addition to controls for specified hazards further emphasis may be placed upon:

1) Experience/Knowledge;

2) Ratios;

3) Boundaries;

4) Local Knowledge;

5) Briefing; and,

6) Supervision,

With particular emphasis placed on Increased risk of Slips Trips and Falls and walking into stationary objects (including twigs in eyes etc).
